WEe're always on the lookout to find nice lots of minerals we' ve featured in the past so we can
send you our write-up for you to enjoy along with them if you order one! We' ve found a couple
moreto tell you about, but first here’ s the info on the rare afghanites as we promised last month.
Photos in the Offer Sheet are as close to life-size as possible.

Afghanite, Lapis Wash Mountain, Koksha Valley, Badakhshan Province, Afghanistan, type
locality. With a chemistry of [(Na,K),,Cayg][Si,,Al,,O04] (SO,)sClg, Similar to lazurite's formula
(Na,Ca)sSi;Al0,,[(SO,),S,ClI,(OH)],, this rare member of the sodalite group is structurally
similar to lazurite, but much rarer. We have 4 specimens available, so please decide quickly if
you would like one. They consist of blue crystals with good color and crystal form on white
marble matrix. The crystals are about 1" across and the matrix ranges from about 3.5" by 2.5" to
about 4" by 4" for $150 and $200.

Tetrahedrite-Tennantite,
Casalpaca District, Peru, our July
1999 featured mineral. We have 6
pieces with great crystal form and
shiny metallic luster, about 3.5" by
2" and dlightly larger, for $48 and
$60 by quality. These are larger than
what we sent Club members ten
years ago, but not by much. The
write-up explains the relationship
between these two closely related
minerals and discusses mineral
series, of which these are a prime
example. Of course, we'll send the
write-up to go along with it.

Tetrahedrite-Tennantie, Casal p-éca District, Peru, 3.5" across for $48.
British Columbian Jade Cabochons. We ve had these longer than some of you have had your
children, at |least ten years! To close these out, we put them in packs of 12 cabochons.

1 pack 12 Jade cabs, 6mm x 8mm $12 (12 packs available)
1 pack 12 Jade cabs, 8mm x 10mm $20 (2 packs available)



Forsteritevar. Peridot, San Carlos
Indian Reservation, Gila County,
Arizona, our December 2003 featured
mineral. We have large matrix pieces
with lots of little green crystals, as
seen in the photo on the right. Matrix
pieces about 3" by 4" are available for
$22.50 (just likein 2003!) and 5" by 4"
matrix pieces are available for $30 and
$35. This sourcein Arizona provides
most of the gem peridot used for
making beads world wide!

“Star Mica” Muscovite, Minas
Gerais, Brazil, our September 1997
featured mineral. This may be the last
time we're able to get more of these,
though we' ve said that before. These
are from the same ot as the pieces we
picked out in 1997 don’'t know how
we overlooked these then, but perhaps
they were in adifferent drum. (Yes, we
do travel to the beat of adifferent
drum.) Anyway, we got some larger
matrix pieces of thisrare form of
twinned muscovite, and the write-up
has alot of great info on twinning in
crystals. We have pieces like the one
in the photo about 2" by 3" to 3" by 4"
for $25 and $30, and about 5" by 5" for
$48 and $60.




Hemimor phite, OjuelaMine,
Mapimi, Durango, Mexico, our
October 2000 featured mineral. Well-
crystallized colorless and white
bladed crystals on earthy brown
matrix. We have nice specimens on
matrix about 2" by 3", as seen in the
photo to the right, for $26.50, with
smaller ones for $20, and a couple of
4" to 5" piecesfor $90 and $110.

Celestite, Sakoany Mines, Madagascar, our December 2000 featured mineral. The names comes
from the Latin word for “heavenly,” in alusion to the sky-blue color its crystals often have.
(Other common colors for celestite are

white, gray, and colorless.) We picked

up anice lot of good-sized, heavy

specimens (celestite contains the

element strontium, one of the heavier

elements) at the show last month in

Costa Mesa, California. We have

piecesthat fit into 3" by 4" fold-up

boxes for $30, $35, $40, $45, and $50,

by size/quality. All the pieces have

minor crystal bruising, probably from

when they were collected in

Madagascar.

Celestite, Madagascar, $45 specimen.

Native Platinum, Konder mine, Aldan Shield, Sakha Republic, Russia. These are pretty
rare—found laying loose with gravel in asmall aluvia outwash, first found in the early 1990@,
The crystal in the photos to the right is about

1/8" across for $80. The close-up gives you an

idea of its crystal form! They come mounted in

1" by 1" display boxes.We have 6 of these $80

specimens, plus a couple that weigh about twice

as much (almost 2 carats) for $150, and one that

weighs about 9 carats and is .25" across for

$780. We can send you one on approval if you

would like ustoo. They're pretty amazing!



And we got some Tanzanite crystals from Tanzania, from $200 to $400. Email if
you' d like a photo, and we' re happy to send you one on approval.
