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We’ve made the photos life-size as possible to give you a true idea of size.

Native Silver on Native Copper. The last page of this month’s Copper write-up
explains the formation and occurrence of these unusual
specimens. Each piece has just a small amount of native
silver perched on the mass of native copper, as seen in the
photos. We took photos of the specimens where the
camera could most easily see the silver. We priced the
pieces mainly by the amount of silver they have, and also
where the silver is perched on the copper; and also by the
size of the copper. 

We don’t have a lot of any of these, so if you could mention
a second price range when ordering yours, we would really
appreciate it.

We have thumbnail size specimens (that will fit
into out 1.25" by 1.25" by 1.25" plastic case) for $20,
$22.50, and $30. These are priced according to the
amount of Native silver they contain; the Native silver
mounds are about 1/8" to 3/16". 

We also have miniature size specimens (that will
fit into out 2" by 2" by 2" plastic case) for $20, $22.50,
$26.50, $32.50, and $35. Again, these are priced
according to the amount of Native silver they contain; the
Native silver mounds are about 1/8" to 3/16".  

Slightly larger (about 2" by 2" to 3" by 2") with native
silver mounds about 1/8" to 3/16" are available
for $40, $50, and $60.

The biggest/best Silver on Copper
specimens are on copper about 2.5" by 2" to 3"
by 3" and slightly larger. Some of these have
more than one silver groups, as seen in the
photo in Figure 3. These are available for $90,
$100, $120, and $130, and we have two pieces
with copper about 5" by 5" for $100 and $130.

Single crystals about 6" to 7" tall and
3" to 4" wide are available for $50,
$60, and $70, with one large group
left over from last month for $150. 

All are large crystals, are very clear,
with wonderful striations, and
negligible bruising from handling and
transport.
